CSA gives consumers the chance 

to choose how their food is 

grown. Eating locally grown, 

freshly harvested food is the basis 

of a healthy diet. CSA offers the 

opportunity for you to reconnect 

with rhythms of nature by eating 

produce when it is in season. 

People who join CSAs find a 

meaningful way to reunite with the 

Earth and a community and dis-

cover a kind of spiritual nourish-

ment which they have been miss-

ing. 

It is in the consumer's interest that 

farmers are supported so that 

they can grow the highest quality, 

most nutritious food while pre-

serving the highest environmental 

quality and soil health. 

Many CSAs take on the task of re

-educating the consumer in how 

to shift their diets to include more 

fresh produce when it is in season 

and how to store or preserve for 

winter months. Changing your 

diet to eat with the seasons is 

something that happens naturally 

when a larger portion of your food 

begins to come from a garden. 

Shareholders help one another by 

sharing recipes and menus.  This 

allows consumers to rediscover 

the household arts of drying, can-

ning, or freezing foods. 

CSA is not about cheap food, 

which is usually neither nourish-

ing nor grown with care of the en-

vironment in mind. CSA is about 

each of us being responsible. We 

encourage you to compare prices 

of a share at your local CSA to
