What is Community Supported 
Agriculture (CSA)?  
It is a local food system in which farmers pro-
vide fresh food, fiber, and related products 
directly to consumers in their area on a mem-
bership basis.  

What does being a CSA share-
holder involve?  
Annieôs CSA operation delivers CSA food bags 
to the locations or drop sites where share-

holders request. Home deliveries can be 
made with additional cost. They only expect 

members to support the farms with their 
membership. The rewards include: enjoying 
the freshest produce available, often har-
vested the same 
day you receive 
it; knowing 
where, how and 

by whom your 
food is being pro-
duced; having a 

direct connection 
with the people 
who produce your food; and supporting the 
kind of stewardship that is good for the land 

as well as its people.  

The risks include weather and pests. If there 
happens to be a failure in the crop production 
for the year, for example, peaches you would 
not receive peaches but be substituted with 
another crop.  

Why become a CSA shareholder?  

Most farms in Annieôs CSA are organically or 
naturally grown. Which means healthy soil 
equals healthy food.  

When no herbicides, pesticides, or artificial 
fertilizers are used, ground water pollution 
and toxic residues on food are avoided. CSA 

gives consumers the chance to choose how 
their food is grown. Eating locally grown, 
freshly harvested food is the basis of a 
healthy diet and is recommended by health -

care professionals.
